Prof. Dr. A. Emel Kefeli, akademik tiretimler yaparken edebiyat1 yalnizca bir uzmanlik alani
olarak gormeyen, yarattig kiiltiirel ve diisiinsel ufkuyla da ilgilenen, bir metnin arkasindaki
kiiltiirel bellegi, bir sanat eserinin yankiladig tarihsel zemini derinlikle ¢6ziimleyen, biitiin
bunlar1 yaparken 6grencilerine her zaman okumanin, diigiinmenin arastirmanin etik tutum
oldugunu &greten bir hocadir.

Bir siiredir dergimizin edebiyat alan editdrleri arasinda yer alan Prof. Dr. A. Emel
Kefeli’'nin, Edebiyat Cografyasinda Akdeniz, Anlatim Teknigi Olarak Mektup, Bati
Edebiya-tinda Akimlar, Karsilastrmali Edebiyat Incelemeleri adli eserlerine bakildiginda
onun bilimsel estetik ve eklektik yontemlerle edebiyata bakisini goriiriiz. Diger taraftan
Tiirkce, Fransizca, Ingilizce ve Osmanlica olmak iizere, bu ¢ok dilliginin yarattig1 kiiltiirel
donaniminin, elestirel bakisinin kapsayiciligi ve ayirt ediciliginin tesirinde kalmamak
miimkiin degildir. Insanhik tarihini, farkli insan ve Kkiiltiir eserlerini anlamlandirma,
siiflandirma ve konumlan-dirma konusunda ufuk aciciligina tanik olan herkesin hala her
daim yaninda gibi olusu onu karsimiza ¢ikabilecek 6zel insanlardan yapmistir. Bu nedenle
Prof. Dr. Emel Kefeli’'nin fikir-lerinin ve eserlerinin daha genis ¢evrelerce okunup
bilinmesini istedik ve kalici olmasi i¢in de akademik bir dergide, folklore/edebiyat
dergisinde bulunmasini arzu ederek bu armagan sayty1 hazirladik.

Uyesi Serkan
Ozdemir, Emel Kefeli’nin ¢alisma alanlariyla diisiinsel yanki kuran metinleriyle bu boliimii
olusturdular.

Kefeli’nin ortaya koydugu karaktere Marmara Universitesi Tiirk Dili ve Edebiyati boliimiin-
de taniklik eden Prof. Dr. Sema Ugurcan ile Tiirkiyat Arastirmalari Enstitlisii’nde ortak me-
sai gegiren Prof. Dr. Nesrin Sariahmetoglu, hocamizin bilimsel titizligiyle insani zarafetini
bir arada yansitan kapsamli birer portre kaleme aldilar. Kefeli’nin 6grencilerinden Ergiin
Tanlak, hocamizin {iretme niteligini ve giiclinii gosteren ayrintili bir bibliyografya hazirladi
ve bu sayiya kalic1 bir arsiv vasfi da kazandirdi. Ogrencileri Haluk Oner ve Serap Aslan
Cobutoglu’yla gergeklestirdigimiz sdyleside, hocamizin ¢ocukluk yillarindan akademik ol-

gunluk dénemine uzanan seriivenini, edebiyata yonelisinin diisiinsel zeminini ve eserlerinin
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kuramsal omurgasini kendi beyanlarindan kayit altina aldik. Bu sdylesi, bir biyografik arsiv
oldugu kadar hocamizla viicut bulan akademik ve insani olgunlugun belgesi oldu. Kitap ta-
nitimlarinda hocamizin dort temel eseri 6grencilerinin kaleminden yeniden yorumlandi: Bat:
Edebiyatinda Akimlar (Mehmet Siimer), Edebiyat Cografyasinda Akdeniz (Hazal Bozyer),
Karsilastirmali Edebiyat Incelemeleri (M. Onur Hasdedeoglu) ve Anlatim Teknigi Olarak
Mektup (Sezin Seda Altun).

Uyesi Aysegiil Uysal (geviri
edebiyati) ve Dog. Dr. Senem Ustiin Kaya (karsilastirmali edebiyat) uzmanlik alanlarindan
yola ¢ikip hocamizin bilimsel mirastyla kurduklari diisiinsel ve disiplinel baglari tartistilar.
Bugiin, farkli iiniversitelerden, farkli kusaklardan gelen yazarlarin bu sayida bir araya
gelisi, onun bilimsel rehberliginin kaliciligint ve ilham vericiligini bir kez daha gdsteriyor.
Portre ve an1 yazilarinda, bir hocanin 1s1ginin sinif duvarlarini agarak hayatlara nasil dokun-
dugu seziliyor; arastirma makaleleri ise Emel Kefeli’nin ac¢tig1 diisiinsel patikalarin bugiin
hala ne kadar verimli oldugunu kanitliyor. Onun &grencileri, meslektaslar1 ve dostlari ta-
rafindan kaleme alinan yazilar, bir bilim insaninin izini siirmekle yetinmedi. Bir diisiince
bicimini, elestiri etigini ve metinle kurulan incelikli diyalogu da goriiniir kildi. Portre ve an1
yazilar1, hocamizin entelektiiel kisiliginin insani yoniinii agiga ¢ikarirken arastirma makale-
leri, hocanin ilgi alanlarini genisleten, disiplinlerarasi tartismalart zenginlestiren yeni oku-
ma bigimlerini dneriyor. Bu 6zel sayi, bilgiyle sezgiyi; edebiyatla sanati, akademik dikkatle
estetik duyarlig1 bulugturan bir ortak dil arayisinin tiriiniidiir. Emel Kefeli’nin 6grencilerine
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kazandirdig1 “metinle diistinme disiplini” bu sayimnin her satirinda yankilanmaktadir.
