Dikkatlerinize sundugumuz 121. sayimizda giincel ve disiplinlerarasi ¢aligmala-
r1 yayimliyoruz. Bu sayimizda da diinya giindemini mesgul eden; insana, insan 6tesi
varlik ve olgulara, tiirlii doga ve evren meselelerine toplumsal ve evrensel boyutlu
tartismalarla ortak olmanin memnuniyetini yasityoruz. Bu dolayimda 14 arastirma
makalesi ve iki kitap tanitim yazisina yer veriyoruz.

[k yazimizda Mehmet Ac¢a ve Buket Capoglu, insanlik tarihimizde mit ve din-
sel anlatilarda yer eden uygarlastirici arketipini, “antik uzaylilar teorisi” yaklagimiy-
la ele almaktalar. Bu ¢alismayla uygarligin insanliga dogaiistii varliklar tarafindan
getirildigine dair inancin akla ve bilimsel bilgiye ragmen diri tutuldugu, antik uzaylh
tasariminin biitiiniiyle “kiiltiir kahraman1” arketipinin sekiilerlestirilmis bir versiyo-
nu oldugu, antik uzayllar teorisi olarak adlandirilan goriisiin temsilcilerinin insan
aklina ve kapasitesine yonelik yaklasimlarinin insan1 dogaiistii varliklar ve Tanrilar
karsisinda biitiiniiyle edilgen bir konumda goren kadim yaklagimlardan pek de farkl
olmadig1 sonucuna ulagsmaktalar.

Ozlem Kaya ve Ziilfikar Bayraktar, Altay ve Sibirya samanlarmin kostiimle-
rindeki iglevleri ve anlamlar1 belirginlestirdikleri arastirmalarinda, kostiimlerdeki
kutsalligin ve dinsel kozmografyanin resmedilmesinin geleneksel boyutlarini ele
almaktalar. Saman kostiimleriyle ara¢ ve gereglerine yansiyan motif ve sembollerde
ruhlarin yonlendirilmesine yonelik se¢im ve anlamlandirmalarla iligkili inanislart ve
uygulamalari islevsel ¢cer¢evede degerlendirmekteler.

Visam Mansur ve Nergiz Oznur Vardar, Bilge Karasu’nun Avindan EI Alan
Oykiisiinde antroposantrizmin ve tiirciiliiglin elestirisini yaparak insan ve insan ol-
mayan varliklar arasindaki iliskiyi sorunsallastirma bi¢imlerine odaklanmaktalar.
Gergekiistiicli zeminde kurgulanan metinden hareketle varliklarin acizliginin ve bir-
birlerine bag(im)liliklariin kagmilmazligina, insanin dogadaki iistiinliiglinii sorgu-
larken hayvanlarin 6tekilestirilmesindeki yanilsamalara odaklanmaktalar.
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Serdar Giircay ve Alev Duran, halk inanislarinda ve ritiiellerde “kaotik cocuk
imgesi”nin gorlinlis bigimlerini ¢oziimlemekteler. Kimliksizlestirildigi ve 6ldiiriil-
mesinin su¢ olmadigr donemlerde otoriteyi ortadan kaldirabilecegi endisesiyle ba-
basi tarafindan yenilerek sembolik 6liip dirilmeye maruz birakilan ¢gocugun sonraki
donemlerde yaziya gecirilen metinlerde basta inanig eksenli olmak kaydiyla neslin,
ocagin, toplumun devamlilig1 i¢in sart kosulma siireclerini degerlendirmekteler.

Didem Giil¢in Erdem Kiik, Alevi ve Bektasi inancinda toplumsal yasami dii-
zenlemeye yonelik kurumlarin ahlaki yapisini erdem etigi baglaminda ele almakta.
Alevilikte ve Bektasilikte insanlar arasindaki iliskileri ve sosyal hayati diizenlemeye
yonelik formiiller 6neren kurumlari, musahiplik ve diigkiinliik kurumlar1 kapsamin-
da incelemekte.

Muhammed Avsar, halk belleginde yer etmis ve tirkiilere kahraman olarak
yansimis bir sahsiyet olan Deli Siikrii’niin ger¢ek yasam dykdisiinii belgeleyerek bin-
lerce yillik s6zlii gelenegin iiriinii olan tiirkiilerde bireyin ve toplumun karakteristik
ozelliklerini, duygusal zenginligini ve kiiltiirel kodlarin1 bulmanin miimkiin oldugu-
nu ortaya koymakta.

Meri¢c Harmanci ve Siimeyya Arican, Tiirk folklor arastirmalarmin ivme ka-
zandig1 yillarda Folklor Postas: dergisini kuran ve folklorla ilgili calismalarini ge-
sitli kitap, gazete ve dergilere tasiyan Kemal Ak¢a’nin Tiirk folklor tarihi igindeki
konumunun belirlenmesine katki sunmakta.

Ebru Cirik, teoriler, yontemler ve drnek ¢alismalar baglaminda dilsel manzara
arastirmalarina odaklanarak Tiirkiye’de bu alanda goriilen teori ve yontem eksikligi-
nin giderilmesine katkida bulunmay1 amaglamakta.

Ilkay Kamik, popiiler kiitiir iiriinleri arasinda bulunan ¢izgi filmlerde yemek
kiiltiirtinlin, ailenin, toplumsal cinsiyet rollerinin, kiiltiirel kimlik ve beslenme alis-
kanliklarinin nasil tanimladigini Kral Sakir 6rnekleminde ortaya koymakta; etik bes-
lenme, asir1 ve sagliksiz beslenme, kiiresel ve yerellik ¢catismasi, fantazya dgelerinin
aktarim bigimleri gibi konulara odaklanarak burada Tiirk kiiltiiriiniin ve gelenekle-
rinin temsili izerinden modern kiiltiirli i¢ine alan eklektik bir sdylem insa edildigi
sonucuna varmakta.

Elif Yiicebas ve Sultan Kavili Arap, Izmir’in 10 ilgesinde 28 geleneksel mes-
lekten 48 zanaatkar ile gerceklestirilen yar1 yapilandirilmis goriismeler ¢ercevesinde
bu bolgede kentsel degeri olan ve unutulmaya yiiz tutmus meslekleri tespit ederek
bu mesleklerin ilk icra edilmeye baslandigi donemden unutulma tehlikesiyle karsi
karsiya kalma siirecine kadarki degisim ve doniisiimii kayit altina almaktalar. Ay-
rica, tespit ettikleri geleneksel mesleklerin unutulmamasi i¢in ¢éziim Onerileri de
sunmaktalar.
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Ferhat Uzunkaya, Faruk Duman’in Piri romanindaki fantastik kurgunun derin
yapisint incelemekte. Kevser Tetik, calismasinda edebi ve toplumsal olgular agisin-
dan Znaniye Realizmini degerlendirmekte.

Ayten Er, Fransa’da “Beur yazini” yazarlarindan Razika Zitouni’nin Comment
je suis devenue une beurgeoise (Nasil bir beurgeoise oldum) adli romaninda gog,
kimlik ve kiiltiir 6gelerine odaklanarak ikinci kusak gogmenlerde gbzlemlenen uyum
modeline isaret etmekte.

Sayimizin son makalesinde Muhsin Yanar, Octavia E. Butler’in Xenogenesis
adli tiglemesinde sorunsallastirilan insan 1rkinin gelecegine odaklanmakta, niikleer
felaketin tehdit ettigi insan irkin1 kurtarmak i¢in diinyaya gelen uzayli “Oankali”
irkiyla birlesip melezleserek yeni tiire gegisi ele almakta. Rijit kategoriler kavramini
yeniden sorgulayarak hiimanizmin “insanlar” ve “insan olmayanlar” arasinda kur-
dugu geleneksel ayrimlari incelerken bu ayrimlara kars ikili karsithiklar: ve sinirlart
asan “bedenler arasi gegisken ¢okluklar” kavraminin 6nerilmekte oldugunun altini
cizmekte.

Kitap tanitim yazilarimizda Fulya Akbuga, Nesrin Yarar Aksoy’un Dijital Et-
nografi: Ilkeler, Yaklagimlar, Teknikler adli eserini tanitmakta. Bedir Sala ise editor-
liigiinii Fatma Dore’nin yaptig1 Oliimiiniin 100. Yihnda Franz Kafka adli eseri ve
eserde yer alan yazilar1 degerlendirmekte.

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Dear folklore/literature readers,

We present to you the 31st volume, 121st issue, in the year 2025. As we enter
a new publication year, we aim to update our boards and continue our journey with
a more universal perspective. We extend our gratitude to Assoc. Prof. Dr. Ahmet
Keskin, who has joined our Editorial Board and actively contributed to the publication
process in the field of folklore. Welcome to the folklore/literature journal family. The
high volume of article submissions to our journal has revealed the need to expand
our Preliminary Review Board. In the following months, we will make necessary
arrangements for this. We are grateful to the authors who patiently await our reviews
and evaluations during this process.

In this 121st issue, we publish current and interdisciplinary studies. We are
pleased to contribute to global and universal discussions on topics such as humanity,
transhuman beings and phenomena, nature, and the universe that dominate the world
agenda. This issue includes 14 research articles and two book reviews.

In the first article, Mehmet Aca and Buket Capoglu examine the civilizing
archetype featured in myths and religious narratives throughout human history
through the lens of the “ancient alien theory.” They conclude that the belief in
civilization being brought to humanity by supernatural beings persists despite
rational thought and scientific knowledge. They argue that the ancient alien design
is essentially a secularized version of the “culture hero” archetype and that the
perspectives of proponents of the “ancient alien theory” towards human intellect and
capacity are not fundamentally different from ancient views that see humanity as
entirely passive in the face of supernatural beings and gods.

Ozlem Kaya and Ziilfikar Bayraktar analyze the sacred and religious
cosmography depicted in the costumes of Altai and Siberian shamans. They evaluate
the motifs and symbols reflecting the guidance of spirits in shaman costumes and
tools, along with the associated beliefs and practices.

Visam Mansur and Nergiz Oznur Vardar focus on the critique of
anthropocentrism and speciesism in Bilge Karasu’s short story Avindan El Alan.
They explore the ways the relationship between humans and non-human beings
is problematized, questioning humanity’s superiority in nature and addressing the
illusions surrounding the othering of animals.

Serdar Giir¢ay and Alev Duran delve into the “chaotic child image” in folk
beliefs and rituals. They examine the symbolic death and resurrection of a child,
consumed by their father out of fear that they might overthrow authority, and how
this figure evolved in later written texts as a condition for the continuity of lineage,
hearth, and society, primarily from a belief-centered perspective.
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Didem Giil¢in Erdem Kiik addresses the moral structure of institutions that
organize social life in Alevi-Bektashi belief within the context of virtue ethics. She
highlights the musahiplik and diiskiinliik institutions as key entities offering formulas
to regulate social relationships and, consequently, social life in Alevi-Bektashism.

Muhammed Avsar, in his article titled “From Oral Memory to Archival
Documents: The Transformation of Deli Siikrii’s Exile Story into a Folk Song,”
documents the real-life story of Deli Siikrii, a figure celebrated as a hero in folk songs.
He demonstrates how folk songs, products of an oral tradition spanning thousands of
years, reveal the character, emotional richness, and cultural codes of a society.

Meri¢ Harmanci and Siimeyya Arican’s study, “A Lifetime Dedicated to
Folklore: Kemal Ak¢a and His Works,” examines the contributions of Kemal Akga,
a prominent figure in Turkish folklore studies, who established the Folklor Postas:
journal and contributed to various books, newspapers, and journals.

Ebru Cirik focuses on linguistic landscape research, contributing to the theories
and methods in this field and addressing the gaps observed in Tiirkiye.

Ilkay Kanik explores how cartoons like Kral Sakir, as popular cultural products,
define food culture, family, gender roles, cultural identity, and dietary habits. She
discusses how elements of ethics in nutrition, excessive and unhealthy eating, and the
conflict between global and local cultures are depicted, concluding that an eclectic
narrative representing both Turkish traditions and modern culture is constructed.

Elif Yiicebas and Sultan Kavili Arap conducted semi-structured interviews
with 48 artisans from 28 traditional professions across 10 districts of Izmir. They
document the evolution and transformation of these urban-valued but endangered
professions from their inception to their current state of near-extinction, proposing
solutions to ensure their preservation.

Ferhat Uzunkaya examines the deep structure of the fantastical narrative in
Faruk Duman’s novel Piri. Kevser Tetik evaluates Znaniye Realism from literary
and social phenomena perspectives.

Ayten Er focuses on migration, identity, and cultural elements in Razika Zitouni’s
novel Comment je suis devenue une beurgeoise (How 1 Became a Beurgeoise),
pointing to the adaptation model observed among second-generation immigrants.

In the last article, Muhsin Yanar addresses the future of the human race
as problematized in Octavia E. Butler’s Xenogenesis trilogy. He discusses the
hybridization of humanity with the alien Oankali race to transition into a new
species, re-examining rigid categories and the traditional dichotomies established
by humanism.
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In our book reviews, Fulya Akbuga introduces Nesrin Yarar Aksoy’s Dijital
Ethnografi: Ilkeler, Yaklasimlar, Teknikler (Digital Ethnography: Principles,
Approaches, Techniques), while Bedir Sala reviews Oliimiiniin 100. Yilinda Franz
Kafka (Franz Kafka on the 100th Anniversary of His Death), edited by Fatma Dore,
along with the articles included in the work.

In light of the increasing destruction caused by wars, natural disasters, and other
calamities affecting our world and humanity, we will continue to produce scientific
perspectives and platforms for discussion to create sustainable futures.

I would like to thank all those who contributed during this process.
